SCOPE OF THE TENDER
Tenders are invited from producers/suppliers of White Marine Crystal Gypsum for supplying to The Travancore Cements Ltd (TCL), Kottayam, Kerala as per the specification, terms and conditions given in tender. Composite offers only may be considered. Bidders quoting either for material or for transportation alone will not be considered. Landed rate at TCL will be taken in to account for comparison and order placement.

HOW TO SUBMIT BIDS

The Tender has two parts. Part A and Part B. 

Part A: 
i. Duly filled & Signed Annexure A
ii. Duly filled & Signed Annexure B
iii. Tender Cost & EMD
iv. Bidder shall submit 1KG of Gypsum as sample to TCL through any reputed parcel service. Supplies against the result of this tender should be matching with the approved sample supplied. Sample should be submitted to TCL with proper packing and superscribing with Tender No and Bidder’s Name within the time mentioned in the tender.
Part B: Price shall be offered in the format attached.
Part A and Part B may be submitted in separate covers super scribing Part A and Part B respectively. These two covers shall be placed in a single cover super scribing “Tender for supply of White marine Crystal Gypsum” for its submission at TCL. TCL will not be responsible for its non compliance if any.
GENERAL CONDITIONS
1. Tender form can be had from paying the tender cost directly to Company or can be downloaded from the Company’s website.

2. Tenders without EMD/Tender cost will not be considered. TCL will not be responsible for postal delay if any.
3. Award of Contract (AOC): 
i. Lowest Landed cost (L1) at TCL will be considered for comparison and award of contract.
ii. TCL reserves the right to execute order with one or more number of firms at its discretion.
4. The purchase order(s) resulting from this tender and any amendments to be issued subsequently with its terms and conditions and stipulations constitute the entire agreements relating to the tender between the contractor and the TCL and both parties are bound by the terms and conditions.

5. Validity of contract lies over a period of 6 months from the date of issue of purchase order. However the Contract is extendable for another period subject to the satisfactory performance of the contract and on mutual consent. TCL also has the liberty to suspend supplies with 10 days notice. 

6. Weighment will be done at TCL’s Weigh Bridge or Weight Bridge authorized by TCL shall be final and binding on the contractor and shall be witnessed by them or their representative. However, if the Contractor or his representative is not present , TCL reserves the right to weigh the load in their absence. 

7. Unloading of the material from Truck at the premises of Travancore Cements Limited, Nattakom, Kottayam will be undertaken by the TCL from 8 am to 4 pm. 

8. The materials shall be supplied to TCL, as per the Purchase order/supply schedule placed by the TCL from time to time, based on the requirement of the TCL. As per TCL’s requirement/production plan Purchase order/supply schedule for the required quantity will be intimated. However the contractor shall be prepared to supply minimum drawal quantity mentioned for a period of 6 months.

9. The contractor shall be responsible to pay all Govt. levies such as Royalty, other levies etc, as applicable from time to time. The contractor should produce proof regarding such payment along with their bills, for our verification. In case of any dispute regarding short payment / non-payment of such levies, contractor will be solely responsible to settle the issue with the concerned agencies. TCL will not be responsible in any way to meet such obligations arising thereon at a later stage. 

10. The final acceptance of the tenders rests entirely with the TCL who do not bind themselves to accept the lowest or any tender. But the tenderers on their part should be prepared to carry out such portion of the supplies included in their tenders as may be allotted to them. 

11. TCL shall be the liberty to amend/alter the tender conditions and/or to cancel the tender and/or to extend the due date of tender submission at its discretion. 
12. If any tenderer withdraws from his tender before the expiry of the period fixed for keeping the rates firm for acceptance, deposits, if any, deposited by him will be forfeited to the TCL or such action taken against him as the TCL think fit. No representation for enhancement of rates once accepted will be considered. 

13. The deposits shall subject to the conditions specified herein, and successful contractor’s deposits may be returned to the contractor by the TCL after the expiry of the contract, but in the event of any dispute arising between the TCL and the contractor, the TCL shall be entitled to deduct out of the deposited or the balance there of until such dispute is determined, the amount of such damages, costs, charges and expenses as may be claimed. The same may also be deducted from any other sum which may be due at any time from the TCL to the contractor. Security deposit and EMD does not bear any interest. 
14. In case where a successful tenderer, fails to fulfill the contracts in full, TCL reserves the right to purchase the material from other bidders at its discretion at L1 rate or at negotiated rate.
15. The TCL reserves the right to cancel the contract if the contractor fails to comply with the contractual obligations or fails to perform contract to the satisfaction of the TCL. In the event of cancellation of contract as mentioned above, loss sustained to the TCL on this account will be levied from the contractor and their deposits and any money available with TCL will be forfeited.
16. Payment terms: Payment for material cost will be made by Cheque/DD/RTGS/NEFT within 15 days of receipt of bills submitted by the contractor for the accepted quantity of gypsum. Freight charges will be paid as advance at the time of supply of material which will be deducted from the final bill.

17. Separate bills should be submitted for material cost and transporting charges. T.D.S/TCS as per rules will be deducted from transportation bills. 
18. The certificate of analysis determined by the TCL as per tendered specification shall be final and binding on both parties.

19. Consignment(s) in part or full not conforming to specification will be rejected and the decision of the TCL, shall be final and no dispute will be entertained .If consignment rejected, same will be intimated to party in writing and materials should be cleared from the TCL at contractors/tenderers own cost and risk. On failure, claim of the same will not be accepted. Gypsum with lower purity material which can be used in our purpose without affecting quality will be accepted and the rate will be given proportionate to the purity. 
20. TCL has the right to test the material at Loading and/or Despatch point at random basis as per the TCL’s sampling plan. 
21. The certificate of analysis determined by the TCL as per tendered specification shall be final and binding on both parties. 
22. TCL does not have any responsibility on the consignments during transit. 
23. The TCL will not be responsible for any accident for men and machinery while loading / transporting the material. 
24. TCL reserves the right to accept at its sole and unfettered discretion any tender whole or part quantities or reject any or all tenders without assigning any reasons whatsoever at any stage of tender.
25. In case the cost of diesel is changed for more than 10% during the tenure of the contract, the tenderer/TCL shall claim pro-rata increase/decrease in the freight against documentary proof. In order to arrive at the change in rate, the following formula will be applicable.

· =  Total distance hauled in both direction 

· =  Revised price of diesel/ltr(in Rs) 

· =  Price of diesel/ltr before revision(in Rs)

              Rate of Diesel/liter on the tender rate will be the base rate.

26. Special conditions, if any, of the tenderers attached with the tender will not be applicable to the contract unless they are expressly accepted in writing by the TCL. 
27. Indemnity: In case the TCL suffers any loss or damages due to any act or omission on the part of the contractor, or due to supply of items which did not confirm to the sample or which are defective or in a damaged condition, or the TCL suffers any damages for any reason whatsoever in the matter of supply of goods by the contractor to the TCL, the contractor shall be liable to indemnify the TCL to the extent of the damages suffered by the TCL. 
28. In cases the contractor fails to supply and deliver any of the said articles and things, within the time provided for delivery of the same, or in case the contractor commits any breach of the covenants, stipulations and agreements herein contained, and in his part to be observed and performed then and in any such case, it shall be lawful for the TCL to arrange for the purchase of the said articles and things from elsewhere or on behalf of the Travancore Cements Ltd. by an order in writing put an end to this contract and in case the TCL shall have incurred, sustained or been put to any costs, damages or expenses by reason of such purchase of by reason of this contract having been so put an end to or in case any difference in price, compensation, loss, costs, damages, expenses or other money shall then or any time during the continuance of this contract be payable by the contractor to the TCL under and by virtue of this contract, it shall be lawful for the Travancore Cements Ltd. from and out of any moneys for the time being payable or owing to the contractor from the TCL under or by virtue of this contract or otherwise, to pay and reimburse the TCL all such cost, damages and expenses they may have sustained, incurred or been but to by reason of the purchase made elsewhere or by reason of this contract having been so put an end to as aforesaid and also all such difference in price, compensation, loss, costs damages, expenses and other moneys and shall for the time being be payable by the contractor aforesaid.
29. Force Majure: TCL will not be liable and responsible for any matters beyond the control of TCL and/or contractor. Change in policies of Government(s) in the country also applicable to this part. 
30. Court of Jurisdiction: The legal jurisdiction of the contract shall be the competent court at Kottayam, Kerala only. 
31. The TCL will not be held responsible for any sort of delay or the difficulties faced by the bidders during the submission of bids/payments. 
32. The decision of the TCL shall be final on any other matters not covered in the tender document.
